Charles Bradford departed this life on June 5, 2020 after an extended iliness.

Jeopardy. He also loved playing basketball and even refereed for several
years. He would always comment “I could still play if my knees weren't
hurting.”

Charles was a very smart person, but he would never let you know it. Charles
also joined the Air Force Reserve at Dobbins Air Force Base and served for



four years. He obtained an associate degree in Occupational Studies and a
B.A. degree from National-Louis University.

Known as “Junior” to his family and friends, he never complained and always
had a smile. His personality was infectious, and he was very witty and
humorous. He always had jokes.
