| enrolled at Atlanta Metropolitan State College where | started off on a good
foot, but my pride and my shame in being separated from the only school |
had applied to out of high school made me feel as if the work was beneath me
and | wavered through much of the 6 semesters | attended. Also during that
time, life hit me pretty hard, | had been unemployed and evicted, even
arrested. | went through depression and questioned why | couldn't get right,
but about 2 years ago | realized that | was in control of my fate, | stopped
dwelling on my mistakes and | began to use the values instilled in me from
Morehouse Men and the college. | knew | hadn't finished what god blessed
me with - a chance at graduating from Morehouse College.

| continued to excel in my career of music, writing for artists and performing
with The Atlanta Opera and Springer Opera House. | just recently helped my
younger cousin apply and get admitted into Spelman College, she is my
biggest motivation to finish, because | inspired her to go to the AUC. | know it
is a long shot and | know the committee would be gambling a chance with me,
but as Pastor Donnie McClurkin sang; we fall down, but we get up. | have
fallen down, but | haven't given up and | pray that the committee sees the
passion and drive there to accomplish a goal that | thought had passed me by,
becoming a Morehouse Man. | thank you for your consideration.
