Jerome Jeffery Martin Age 58, passed away June 14, 2015 at Piedmont
Hospital in Atlanta, Georgia after a year long courageous battle with
pancreatic cancer.

He enrolled in the United States Army at eighteen
years of age shortly after graduation and traveled the world. Jerome met
