On a warm, sunny day, Louis and Quovardis Terrell welcomed a miracle into
the world. Taylor Denise Terrell was born on July 22, 1991 at Georgia Baptist
Hospital. On Thursday, July 21, 2016 she was called to be with our Heavenly
Father. 
She was a follower of Christ at New Birth Missionary Baptist Church in
Lithonia, Georgia where she was a member for 25 years. At New Birth Taylor
served in the dance ministry and the Usher Board. Also, she was a New Birth
Cheerleader and would help in the ministry wherever else she was needed. 

She was educated through the Rockdale County School District where she
attended Lorraine Elementary, Edwards Middle School and graduated from
Heritage High School in 2009. While at Heritage, Taylor was involved in
several extracurricular activities including cheerleading, Spanish club and was
crowned Homecoming Queen during her senior year. She went on to attend



Georgia Southern University and graduated with a Bachelor’s of Science in
Public Relations, with a minor in Journalism. While at Georgia Southern, she
was an active member several organizations including Habitat for Humanity,
National Association of Black Journalists (NABJ) and the Public Relations
Student Society of America where she served as President. 

Taylor Terrell joined the 41NBC news team in August 2013 and she welcomed
Middle Georgia as her new home. She got her start in news at 41NBC as an
intern in May 2013. Taylor’s passion to tell stories that matter landed her a full-
time position as a multimedia journalist with the station. Taylor filled-in to
produce and anchor the Sunday night newscast at 11:00 p.m. Later, she
accepted a full-time morning anchor position for Daybreak on 41NBC. You
could catch Taylor on-air from 5:00 a.m. – 7:00 a.m. and at 11:00 a.m. for the
midday broadcast. 

 In her professional life, she was an active member of the NABJ. She also
served as a big sister with the Big Brothers Big Sister nonprofit, was the
Media Committee Chair for the East Macon Drug Coalition and volunteered in
a number of community service activities, including Toast Masters, Habitat for
Humanity and the Boys and Girls Club in Atlanta. 

When she was not working hard to find Middle Georgia’s news, you could find
Taylor cooking, participating in CrossFit, swimming, traveling or spending time
with close family and friends. She made a point to go home each weekend,
where she enjoyed spending quality time with her parents, her brother
Russell, and the many other family and friends. Her favorite thing to do at
home was cut her Daddy’s hair and upholstery, a skill that her mother started
passing down to her. She also loved taking mountain hikes, Instagram,
dancing, singing, and experimenting with new recipes, but most of all she
enjoyed participating in new things, whether it was people or places. Also,
Taylor enjoyed music in general and played classical piano for seven years.
